Today October 30, 2022 is Reformation Sunday  

The eve of All Saints Day, when in 1517, a little-known Augustinian monk named 

Martin Luther nailed his 95 theses on the door of the castle church at Wittenberg, 

Germany.  Although his intent was to effect reform within the Catholic Church, Luther 

was used of God to ignite a protest that produced separate branches of 

Christianity.   Hence, the term Protestants.  The early reformers included Martin 

Luther, John Calvin, Ulrich Zwingli, Heinrich Bullinger and John Knox.    While Luther 

was the catalyst that exploded the movement, Calvin was its chief theologian, 

systematizing the biblical truths rediscovered from the scriptures. 

 

Presbyterians celebrate the tradition that grounds their faith on Reformation Sunday. It 

is always the last Sunday in October, marking the occasion in 1517 when Martin Luther 

posted his 95 theses on the church door in Wittenberg, Germany.

An Update from Christina 
  

I felt so loved when some friends and family members 

asked to be Pen Pals while Iôm in Colombia. However, 

as I recently found out when I went to mail some cards, 

the process of mailing something here is pretty 

extensive. I knew it was going to be an event when I 

asked my host parents and friends where the post office 

was and all I got were blank stares. ñàT¼ no tienes 

Whatsapp?ò (You donôt have Whatsapp?) 

  

Nonetheless, I was determined to mail my letters. When 

my host mom and I left to find the office, we had no idea 

what we were getting ourselves into. It was an event just 

to find the place! And when the lady behind the counter 

handed me my third form to fill out with an ink pad for 

my fingerprint, I almost said forget it. However, we were so close, and I was already familiar 

with Colombiaôs seriousness on proof of identity, so I placed my finger on the ink pad and 

put my finger on the form. At least it wonôt get lost. I thought. 

  

 For safety reasons, but also because the city shuts down around 8-10PM, with the exception 

of restaurants, I donôt usually go out at night. However, last week I went to the gym late 

because that was when my friend could go. But by the time we finished it was 9:30 and buses 

stop running at 10. I hurried to my usual corner and waited with several other people. Just as 

I started doubting it would come, a bus rounded the corner. It wasnôt my usual bus, but I 

knew how to ask if the route passed by the park next to my house. When the bus driver told 

me yes, I hopped on and off we went.  

  

It was dark and with all seats occupied, I stood, vigilant for my stop. Which never came. 

And with each turn of the bus, I grew less and less sure of myself. Maybe the bus will make 

a loop. Maybe I should hop off. Itôs not well lit here, maybe a little further. Ah, we passed a 

place with people, Iôll just wait for the next one. While all these thoughts were going through 

my head, the landscape of the city was drastically changing as we went further and further. 

(I'd later find out it was because I was leaving the city.) 

  

I was sharing my location and messaging my host mom and sister. They told me to get off 

when I could and use the app we use here to get a car back to the house. When the bus got 

on a highway and crossed a bridge a new sense of urgency washed over me and I knew I had 

to get off. As soon as I saw lights and people, I hopped off and was immediately greeted by 

three pelaos (boys) all about my age greeting me and offering their moto taxi services. 

  

 

 

 



 

 

 

 

Usually, Iôm good at ignoring, shaking my head, or saying 'no thanks' as the situation dictates, 

but for some reason I went straight up to them and asked for my neighborhood. The reaction 

on their faces was telling: none of them wanted to go that far. And when they asked others 

around us, all of them shook their heads no.  

 

The leader of the trio started talking to me in fast Spanish. Tired, sweaty, and perdida (lost), 

I simply shook my head. ñNo entiendo.ò (I donôt understand) I told him. When he kept 

talking, rephrasing his statement and asking me something again, I repeated myself and 

watched his eyes comprehend my meaning. ñEspa¶ol?ò 

  

Long story short, the three boys helped me get a taxicab, talked to my sister when she called 

to check on me, and even sent her a picture of the license plate. God bless them! I made it 

home, gave my mom a hug, and recounted what happened to her and my sister. ñTen²as un 

§ngel contigo.ò (You had an angel with you) My mom told me. 

  

The sermon from this past Sunday was: Turn to God for direction and keep your eyes on Him. 

He will fight your battle. He will help you. Do not be afraid. 

  

When I think about the cards that I mailed, of course they were precious to me, but it wouldnôt 

have been the end of the world if they had gotten lost. The mailing costs, however, were 

infinitely smaller than the price my savior paid for me on the cross. 

And when I think about my experience on the bus, Iôm comforted to know how precious I am 

to God, and how impossible it is for me to be lost with Him holding me by my right hand. 

ñFor I am the LORD your God who takes hold of your right hand, Who says to you, óDo not 

fear, I will help you.ôò (Isaiah 41:13) So donôt be afraid; you are worth more than many 

sparrows. (Matthew 10:31) 

  

While I canôt say I wasnôt afraid, I thank God for the opportunity to rely heavily on Him, 

watch Him move, and increase my faith. ñConsider it pure joy, my brothers and sisters, 

whenever you face trials of many kinds, because you know that the testing of your faith 

produces perseverance.ò (James 1:2-3) 

  

As the song goes: I KNOW somebodyôs praying for me. Thank you so much to everyone who 

has been praying for me. There arenôt words to express my gratitude. Lifting YOU up this 

week. May our gracious Lord pour into you tenfold what youôve poured out on my behalf!
